Sidewalk Snow Removal 
Property owners are required to remove sidewalk ice and snow 24 hours 
after accumulation.  After those 24 hours, if the city receives a complaint, 
the city will remove the snow and ice from the sidewalk at the expense of 
the property owner plus a penalty of 25 percent.
